Tools such as ChatGPT can help solve

Some tools can help sort students' 
own contents and, therefore, put 
their own ideas in order. 

AI-generated results can be 
reviewed by students. This can 

involve checking the accuracy of 
the information obtained against 

alternative sources, making any 
necessary corrections, improving 

the answer and presenting results.

It requires students to receive 
training on how to interact with 
generative AI tools using natural 
language: prompting.

It can be helpful when searching 
for information and contents on 

a specific topic. 

It entails reflecting on the risks posed 
by AI: students must be clearly told 

that results must always be checked 
against other reliable sources, and 

recommendations of some such sources 
must be provided.
